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ROCÍO IGNACIO GIRÓN, soprano

Born in Seville, she studied music at the Francisco Guerrero Professional Conservatory of Music. She graduated in 1999 with higher studies as a professor of piano, in 2000-01 in solfège, theory of music, musical transposition and accompaniment and in 2008 in higher studies as a professor of canto at the Córdoba Conservatory, at the highest possible level. She has studied canto with Maruja Troncoso, Valle Duque, Juan Luque and Alfonso Leoz.

During the 1998-99 season she won the Young Soloists Competition, followed in 2002 by the prize for the Best Andalucian Voice and the III International Pedro Lavirgen Competition; she was a finalist and awarded a diploma in the International Rocca Delle Macie Competition (2006), finalist in the International de Como Competition, and won third prize in the Irun International Competition (2007). In 2009 she has won the first prize in the International City Song Competition in Logroño.
At only sixteen years old she sang solo soprano in G. Fauré’s Requiem and worked with oratorio, and later opera. She has sung Bruckner’s Mass Nº. 1 en D minor, J.S. Bach’s Magnificat, Vivaldi’s Gloria, J.S. Bach’s Cantata Nº 202 and Nº 51, Mozart’s Exsultate, Jubilate, Händel’s Ode to Saint Cecilia, Pergolessi’s Stabat Mater, Mozart’s Mass in C minor, and other works.
In the fields of zarzuela and opera, she has sung Rigoletto (La Coruña, Santander and Jerez), The Elixir of Love (Córdoba, Málaga and the Benicàssim Opera Festival), Werther (Jesi, Italy), Britten’s The Little Sweep (Seville), Marina (Murcia, Valladolid, Santander and Bilbao), Doña Francisquita (Teatro Colón, Buenos Aires), Santander, Málaga, Gijón and Menorca) El Caserío (Málaga,) The Journey to Reims (as the Countess of Foleville, in Bilbao), Hamlet (in concert, in Gijón and London) Lucia di Lammermoor (in concert, Como), Margot by J. Turina (in concert).
She has also performed opera galas all over Spain and in other countries, including performances in Brno (Czech Republic) and London.

She opened in De Profundis, a symphonic flamenco work by the maestro David Hurtado in Seville in 2007, of which a recording has been made.
