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CHRISTIAN LINDBERG, Conductor and trombone
In spite of initially not having a special interest in conducting, in October 2000 he placed himself before the Northern Symphonic. His success led him to accept an invitation to conduct the Swedish Wind Ensemble where he immediately became Principal Conductor. Soon he was conducting the Nordic Chamber Orchestra and a few months after that had accepted the post of Artistic Director with two orchestras with which he has undertaken extensive tours of Spain, Germany, Scandinavia and Asia. He has also been involved in important recording projects for BIS, Altara and Caprice.

In a very short time, and in combination with his career as a soloist and composer, he has conducted orchestras like he Maggio Musicale Fiorentino, symphony orchestras in Iceland, Prague, Malmö, Umeá, the Jönköping Sinfonietta, the Swedish Chamber Orchestra, the Danish Radio Orchestra, the Philharmonic Orchestras of Helsinki and Jenaer and the Rheinische Philharmonic.
He has extended his contracts with the orchestras with which he is a principle and in the near future will conduct as a guest the Rotterdam Philharmonic, the Swedish Radio Orchestra, the Verdi Orchestra of Milan, the Royal Flemish Orchestra, Musica Vitae, the Icelandic Symphony orchestra, the Nürnberg Symphony Orchestra, the Athens Colours Orchestra, the Linköping Wind Ensemble, the Norwegian Wind Symphony Orchestra, the Aarhus Symphony Orchestra, the Taipei Symphony Orchestra, the Poznan Symphony Orchestra, the Coast to Coast Orchestra, the Dala Sinfonietta and the German State Philharmonic.

There will also be recordings with BIS, with whom he will, among other works, complete the conducting of a series of seventeen symphonies by Allan Petterson, begun by Leif Segerstam
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
