DARÍO MARIÑO, clarinet

Born in Santiago de Compostela, he completed his studies with honours at the Higher Conservatory of Music in La Coruña, and has gone on to further studies at the Hanns Eisler School of Music in Berlin, with Karl-Heinz Steffens and currently Wenzel Fuchs, both soloists with the Berlin Philharmonic Orchestra, and with Ralf Forster, soloist with the Berlin Concert House Orchestra.

At the same time he studied at the School of Higher Music Studies in Galicia with Manuel Juan, at the Progreso Academy in Madrid with Vicent Alberola, at the Gustav Mahler Academy in Bolzano with Gerhald Pachinger, at the Santander International Music Festival with Karl-Heinz Steffens, at the Zermatt Festival with the Scharoun Ensemble of the Berlin Philharmonic and at the Pacific Music Festival (Japan) with Manfred Preis and Peter Schmidl.

He has been a member of the School of Higher Music Studies in Galicia, of the Galician Youth Symphony Orchestra, JONDE, the Gustav Mahler Academy Orchestra, and for five years was the clarinet soloist an the Gustav Mahler Youth Orchestra. He has worked with the Galician Symphonic Orchestra as assistant Principal Clarinet, with the Oviedo City Symphony Orchestra, with the Munich Chamber Orchestra, the Chamber Academy of Potsdam and with the Berlin Philharmonic Orchestra. He is also First Clarinet of the Ensemble Spira Mirabilis (Italy).
He has collaborated in chamber music with Melvyn Tan, Christiane Karajeva, Maurice Bourgue, Radovan Vlatkovic, Klaus Thunemann, the Scharoun Ensemble of the Berlin Philharmonic, the Quintetto Ensemble Papageno, the Opera Barga Festival, the Hanns Eisler Trio with Andreas Willwohl and Daniel Heide, and with the Quiroga Quartet. He has worked with the composer John Corigliano on the interpretation of his Soliloquy for clarinet and strings.
Winner of the Primer Palau (The First Palace) prize in 2008, he has been intensely active as a soloist in Spain and Italy, performing the concerts of Mozart, Copland, Weber and Shaw. His concerts have taken him to the most important venues in Europe, South America and Japan, and in 2008 he taught clarinet and chamber music at the Al Kamandjati in Ramallah and Jenin (Jordan).
He receives sponsorship from the Caixa Galícia (Galicia Savings Bank) Foundation.
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
