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JAIME MARTÍN, Conductor
Born in Santander, he studied the flute in Madrid with Antonio Arias and later in The Hague with Paul Verhey. As a soloist he has performed with numerous orchestras, among them the Academy of Saint Martin in the Fields, the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, the Virtuosos of Moscow, the Orchestra of Cadaqués, the London Mozart Players, the Orchestra of Santa Cecilia in Rome, the Chamber Orchestra of Europe, and with conductors like Daniele Gatti, András Schiff, Guennadi Rozhdestvenski, Heinz Holliger and Sir Neville Marriner.

He has recorded, for the Tritó label, the Sinfonietta Concert for flute and orchestra by Xavier Montsalvatge, together with the Cadaqués Orchestra, conducted by Gianandrea Noseda. With Murray Perahia he has recorded Bach’s Concerts for flute, violin and piano, with the Academy of Saint Martin in the Fields, for Sony, Mozart’s Quartet in D major for EMI, and Mozart’s Concerts for flute with Sir Neville Marriner and the Cadaqués Orchestra, also for Tritó.
He has been flute soloist with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, and a teacher at the Royal Academy. Currently he is the flute soloist at the Academy of Saint Martin in the Fields, the Chamber Orchestra of Europe and the Orchestra of the English National Opera, as well as maintaining an intense commitment to the Cadaqués Orchestra. He works as a teacher at the Royal College of Music in London and at the British National Youth Orchestra.
He began orchestra conducting at the behest of Sir Neville Marriner on a tour of Santander, Zaragoza and Madrid, part of the cycle of Ibermúsica “Orchestras and Soloists of the World”. Since then he has conducted the Tenerife Symphony Orchestra, the Irish Chamber Orchestra, and his future commitments include a tour with the violinist Valeri Sokolov, also with the Cadaqués Orchestra, as well as concerts with the Manchester Camerata, the Orquestra Simfònica del Vallès (Vallès Symphonic Orchestra) and the Castilla and León Symphony Orchestra.
He has recorded Beethoven’s Third Symphony and Ernesto Halffter’s Sinfonietta with the Cadaqués Orchestra on the Tritó label.
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
