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ALEXANDRA SOUMM, violin
She was born in 1989, within a family of musicians. She began to study the violin with his father at five years old and gave his first concert two years later, in Ukraine. In 2000 she entered the Vienna Conservatory and the Music University in Graz, where she received classes from the eminent teacher Boris Kuschnir, who had also taught Julian Rachlin and Nikolai Znaider.

In 2002 she won the Grand Prize of the Vienna Conservatory, which led to him being invited to the Vienna Konzerthaus as a soloist. Afterwards she was selected for the Beracasa Foundation to perform at the Radio France Festival in Montpellier, where she was born. She has also played with orchestras in Luxembourg and Bratislava.

In 2003 she gave a concert at the Théâtre du Châtelet in Paris, and afterwards at the Colmar Festival; that same year she played with the Russian National Orchestra in Berlin. In 2004 she won first prize in the Eurovision Young Musicians Competition celebrated in Lucerne and gave concerts in Austria and Germany. In the 2005-2006 season she gained the Herbert von Karajan grant from the Karajan Centre in Vienna. She also obtained a grant from the Swiss bank BSI.

Recently she debuted at Les Violons de la Paix (Boulogne-sur-Mer) with a recital and she has played Mozart’s 4th Concerto with the Orchestral Ensemble of Paris, conducted by Lionel Bringuier, the new assistant director of the Los Angeles Philharmonic.

In 2006 she debuted at the Martha Argerich Festival in Lugano, and gave concerts with the Israel Philharmonic, presenting Paganini’s Concerto Nº 1, conducted by the maestro Yoel Levi. That summer she played at the festivals of Montepulciano, Verbier and Mecklenburg-Vorpommern. She returned to the Israel Philharmonic Orchestra to perform Mozart’s 4th Concerto, conducted by Yel Levi, she performed at the New Year’s Concert with the Mulhouse Symphonic Orchestra and offered concerts with the Philharmonic Orchestra of Nice, conducted by Frédéric Lodéon. With the Grazer Philharmonic Orchestra she performed Bruch’s Concerto for violin. In August, 2007, she debuted with the Lió National Orchestra and Michel Plasson, with whom she performed the Beethoven Concert, she appeared at the Menton Festival (France) and performed chamber music at the Verbier Festival along with artists like Joshua Bell, Leonidas Kavakos, Sayaka Shoji, Renaud Capuçon and Lawrence Power.
More recent commitments include debuting at the Salle Pleyel, performing Paganini’s Concerto Nº 1 with the National Ille de France Orchestra and Mozart’s Concerto Nº 4 at the Konzerthaus in Vienna with Wiener Kammerorchester, Barber’s Concerto with the Montpellier Chamber Philharmonic, the Israel Philharmonic with Rafael Frühbeck from Burgos, Beethoven’s Concerto with Alexander Shelley and the London Mozart Players, Glazunov’s Concerto with the Royal National Scottish Orchestra and Aleksandr Lazarev and the Spanish Symphony by Lalo with the Radio Frankfurt Symphony Orchestra. He has also debuted with the Orchestra of Paris and Neemi Jarvi, performing Bruch’s Concerto at the Salle Pleyel in Paris. His next commitments are concerts with the Gothenberg Symphony Orchestra the Residentie Orkest of the Low Countries, the Tokyo Philharmonic and the National Orchestra of the Ille de France.
In 2008 she published, on the Claves label, his first recording with music by Bruch and Paganini.

She plays with a 1735 Francesco Stradivarius violin which was donated by the company Machold Rare Violins.
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
